Objectives and investment policy

The Fund aims to generate capital growth over the long term (5
years).

The Fund will aim to meet its objective by typically investing at least
70% in a concentrated portfolio of UK listed equities (however at
times investments in equities may be less than 70% due to liquidity
or market conditions). In addition to investing in equities, the Fund
may also invest in other transferable securities (such as bonds and
gilts), collective investment schemes (that provide exposure to
investments including equities and gilts) and which may include those
managed and/or advised by the Authorised Corporate Director or
Investment Manager), money market instruments, deposits, cash
and near cash.

The Fund will not have any particular industry or economic sector
focus and as such weightings in these may vary as required.

The Fund may use derivatives for efficient portfolio management
